heaval of the new species in head is behind frontal, but
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the upheaval of S. anophthalmus is in the middle of
frontal; 3) the lateral line of the new species is relative
straight, but the one of S. anophthalmus has a curve
between ventral fin and anal fin; 4) the pectoral fin
